- Official Transcript of Records (/isting all exams prior to departure).
Also to be included:
o a certificate of Exchange/Erasmus status, including grant assigned, issued by
Home University;
0 adequate health insurance for non EU students or Health Insurance Card (or
equivalent) for EU students;
o copy of valid ID card for EU students or passport for non EU students;
O one passport size photo.

- Information on how to reach Bergamo and Travel Info Form (to be faxed at least a week
before arrival).

Incomplete applications (missing signatures, information, documents) will not be processed.
