The tour:

Departure time: 11.30 am by bus from the University (via dei Caniana, it takes no more than 45
minutes to reach the place)

1 pm: Lunch at the Restaurant L'Abbazia

3,30 pm: Visit of San Nicola Abbey

5 pm: back to Bergamo, exopected arrival time roughly 6pm again in Via dei Caniana

The place:

That of the monasteries is a significant presence in Franciacorta, whose name has even been suggested to
derive from the presence of monastic communities exempted from paying taxes (francae) in exchange for
the commitment to cultivate the land and to diffuse the practise of agriculture among the population.

The "Abbazia di San Nicola" at Rodengo Saiano was founded in the X century by Oddone of Cluny and was
direected by Olivetan monks from 1446 until the order was suppressed in Napoleonic times (the Olivetans
returned to the monastery in 1969 at the behest of Pope Paolo VI). The inlay works visible in the building,
attributed to Raffaele of Brescia, partly to drawings by Romanino - who also painted the walls of one room
(now in the Brescia Picture Gallery) are precious as is the altar piece by Moretto, representing saints Peter
and Paul. In the refectory on the other hand, we can admire a Crucifixion from the Foppa school.
